‘Informal’ classes in Assam
govt schools from Sept 15

GUWAHATI, AUGUST 29

THE ASSAM government will
begin “informal” classes in its
schools from September 15, state
Education Minister Himanta
Biswa Sarma said on Saturday.
“The timeline for teachers to
get mandatorily tested has been
extended to September 15.
Those who are tested by now
will join schools from September
1. First 15 days, they will be su-
pervising school sanitisation
work and re-organise class-
rooms as per social distancing
norms,” Sarma told reporters at
apress conference in Guwahati.

From September 15, the min-
ister said, when children reach
school to receive their midday
meal packs during the week,
teachers will interact with them
and issue question papers.
“..they will provide study mate-
rial for the week,” Sarma said.

“For Class XII and final-year
graduation students, teachers
will hold informal classes in
groups of 4-5,” Sarma added.

For other classes, teachers
will be conducting online
classes —not from their homes,
but from schools and colleges,
Sarma said.

He however added that the
plans could be altered as per the
unfolding Covid situation.

Complete lockdown in
Kota until September 6

THE KOTA district administra-
tion on Saturday decided to im-
pose an eight-day-long com-
plete lockdown from August 30
toSeptember 6 in view of the ris-
ing number of Covid-19 cases.
So far, nearly 5,000 cases have
been reported from the district
along with 71 deaths —including
two deaths on Saturday.
According tothe Rajasthan Health
department’s daily Covid-19 re-
port,200 new positive cases were
detected in Kota on Saturday
Kota District Collector Ujjwal
Rathore said they were left with
no option but to opt for a com-

plete lockdown in the district.

“Considering the increasing
number of cases everyday, we
didn't have any other option but
to impose a complete lock-
down... and if the rate of infec-
tion continues to be the same,
we will face a severe crisis of
healthinfrastructure resulting in
the shortage of ICU beds and
oxygen. We are hoping that this
lockdown will help in bringing
down the total number of cases,”
Kota collector Rathore told The
Sunday Express.

“Apart from essential and
medical services, examination
centres and government offices
important to handle publicissues,
everythingelse willremain closed
inthis period,” he added.

IN MIGRANT DIST, DAILY POSITIVITY RATE NOW LESS THAN 2%

Ganjam rides out Covid curve
with contact tracing, testing

AMONG THE non-Tier Iand Il ar-
easwith one of the highest Covid
death tolls in the country,
Ganjam appears to have turned
acorner. The daily positivity rate
in the district where a large
number of migrants flooded
back following the lockdown is
now less than 2%, from 14.89% in
the beginning of the month. The
district has gone three days
without any coronavirus deaths.

Ganjam had reported its first
positive case on May 2, soon af-
ter the first batch of around 200
migrants returned to it from
hotspot states such as Gujarat,
Maharashtraand Tamil Nadu. As
the number of returning mi-
grants gradually climbed to four
lakh, before declining in end
June, Ganjam Covid numbers
rose steadily, from 59 on May 7
01,000 byJune 22,and crossing
10,000 by end July.

Amonth later, while Ganjam
has 17,456 cases, highest in
Odisha, only 1,597 of these are
active. Itsdeath toll, at 185, isalso
the highest in the state. Having
averaged seven deaths daily in
June and mid-August, Ganjam
has seen fatalities drop, while
new cases have been falling from
500 perday inJuly to 200in early
August, to 180in the last 10days
even as testing has increased to
10,000 daily. The daily positivity
rate as on August 28 was 1.74%.

Uttarakhand BJP
president tests
Covid positive

Dehradun: Uttarakhand BJP
president Bansi Dhar Bhagat has
tested positive for Covid-19.

His son, who is an office-
bearer of the party’s youth wing,
had tested positive a day earlier.

The state BJP headquartersin
Dehradun has been closed for
two days for sanitisation.

MLA from Kaladhungi in
Nainital district, Bhagat took to
Twitter to confirm that his co-
rona test report was positive. He
appealed to party functionaries
and workers who had come in
contact with him in the last
week to get tested.

Bhagat (70)is asymptomatic
but has been admitted to Doon
hospital due to the age factor.

As Bhagat had interacted
with mediapersons on Thursday,
and invited them for an interac-
tion over lunch at his new offi-
cial residence in Dehradun on
August 24, the state government
has agreed to get rapid antigen
test of those mediapersons done.

Sources said the party will
hold its state executive meet on
August 31,and the party’s central
office-bearers from Delhi will con-
nectviavideo-conferencing.

Goa politicians opt for pvt hospitals, MGP
leader says not appropriate to use govt beds

'WITH THE Opposition and civil
society criticising the admission
of Goan political leaders to pri-
vate hospitals for Covid-19
treatment, MGP leader and for-
mer deputy chief minister
Sudin Dhavalikar has offered a
bizarre defence: that politicians
have opted to seek treatment in
private hospitals to ensure they
didn’t take what was “reserved
for the needy”.

Over the past few weeks,
Union minister Shripad Naik,

former CM Churchill Alemao
and Dhavalikar himself sought
treatment at private hospitals.
After he tested positive for the
virus, Directorate of Health
Service director Jose D'Sa also
opted fora private hospital, lead-
ing to criticism.

In response, Dhavalikar
wrote on Facebook, “..with
many patients getting admitted
to government hospitals and
beds getting occupied, it was not
appropriate for us to utilise these
beds, as the same could be used
by the needy when required.”

He stated that he will not use
government funds for his treat-

ment, writing, “I also request
other MLAs who may have taken
orare taking treatment at private
hospitals, not to burden the al-
ready cash-strapped government
with their medical expenses.”
Meanwhile, state Health
Minister Vishwajit Rane said the
“government can't intervene in
person’s individual choice”.

The district has three
Covid-only hospitals with 588
beds (261 occupied), nine Covid
Care Centres with 3,744 beds
(around 450 occupied), 98 ICU
beds (80 occupied), and 1,763
with oxygen cylinders available
(121 occupied).

Siddharth Swain, Project
Director, ~ District ~ Rural
Development Authority and
nodal officer for Covid manage-
mentin the district, said the test-
ing of contacts had made the dif-
ference. "Houses in Ganjam are
usually located quite close to
each other, sharing the same
wall, which increases the

fection is undetected,” he said.

Even as owners of commer-
cial establishments were en-
couraged to get themselves
tested, District Collector Vijay
Kulange said they ramped up
antigen testing. "More funds
were released for the purpose.”

Senior IAS officer and Covid
observer for Ganjam G
Mathivathanan said some errors
were behind the surge that over-
whelmed the district initially, in-
cluding home quarantine for
those coming from outside,
which was flouted by many.
"Thatinaway compounded the
problem.”

Once the migrant situation
‘was controlled, officials focused
on disease management, the
goal being "no more deaths".
One major local-level interven-
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bulance with a trained health
worker at each gram panchayat,
apart from the 108 call service
for ambulances. "We hired pri-
vate vehicles, equipped them
withoxygen cylinders and posi-
tioned them in panchayats. In
red zones the ambulances were
provided  for  clusters,”
Mathivathanan said.

Another initiative was offer-
ing counselling to patients in the
first three days after they test
positive. "Anxiety management
has been one of our prime focus
areas, and the initial days for any
patientare turbulent. We have a
team of counsellors (around 50
of them) available round the
clock. Each one makes around
100 calls aday,” the officer said.

For surveillance purposes, a
nodal officer with a team of
paramedics was appointed for
every 400 houses. The house
mapping exercise also helped of-
ficials prepare a list of patients
with comorbidities.

A help desk with four lines
and an outbound call centre with
10lines monitors all the positive
cases, especially those in home
isolation, with calls thrice a day.
Every patient has a health card,
whichis shared with call centre
executives to help them frame
questions accordingly.

As a further precaution, a
plasma collection centre was
opened in the district, and has
seen 102 donors so far, of the 492
identified. Authorities say 25
people have recovered after re-
cejving plasma.
